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EPSCoR Program
EPSCoR-State/National Laboratory Partnership Grants

The EPSCoR-State/National Laboratory Partnership Grants are for a maximum period of three years.  Maximum funding for these grants is $150,000 per year.  Ten percent state matching funds are required.  Only one active grant per individual investigator is permitted at a time. 

Multiple submissions per state and Laboratory are permitted and expected. There is no limit to the number of state or laboratory submissions per year.  All funding resides within the EPSCoR state. No funds are permitted to support Laboratory infrastructure. 

Individual investigators currently receiving DOE EPSCoR or DOE funds are not eligible to apply.

An individual is defined as a principal and sole investigator on a grant. Co-investigators may apply. 

All project funds will reside within an EPSCoR state.

An award may include more than one EPSCoR state
All EPSCoR-State/National Laboratory Partnership Grants Financial Assistance Notices (grant solicitations) are available on the DOE Office of Science Grants and Contracts web site.  This includes open Notices that announce competition for new funding as well as past Notices that are now closed.  The solicitation requires a preapplication Grant Solicitation Notice will provide submission information for full applications that must be submitted through the Grants.gov website, which requires a one-time registration procedure.  There are no preapplications accepted. Preapplications are managed at the EPSCoR-state level. Please contact your state EPSCoR office for information on preapplications.   
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
