Some interesting differences from the last time we provided this to you  (FIMS data as of October 11, 2001) are as follows:

· Decreased in number of buildings (5) from 1,654 to 1,649, however

· PNNL went down 28 from 60 to 32

· ORNL and Fermi were up by 2 buildings each

· PPPL up by one 

· SLAC up 19 buildings (from 147 to 166)

· TJNAF down by one

Trailers
· Decreased in the number of trailers from 783 to 751

· Biggest decrease was BNL, down 35 (from 334 to 299)

Replacement Plant Value
· Increased from $12.884 Billion to $13.282 Billion.
Below are charts from FIMS on Deferred Maintenance Trends showing the overall figures for SC Buildings and by each SC laboratory.   You’ll notice that deferred maintenance has increased substantially (mostly at BNL and LBNL) from FY 2000 to

FY 2001.  This is due in part to engineering assessments, which determined more accurate maintenance backlogs.

A Facilities and Infrastructure (F&I) Executive Steering Group composed of OECM (ME-90) and Headquarters has been formed and its charter (attached) was approved on February 14, 2002. · Congressional Requirement for Site Planning Language, Strategic Facilities Report 
We are working with the new F&I Office in the Controller's Office regarding the necessary guidance for the following Congressional requirement:  In Title III page 107 of the House Conference Report 107-258, dated October 30, 2001, it states "The conferees direct each site (not slated for closure) to prepare a ten-year site plan prescribing space utilization activities that stabilize, then reduce its baseline for maintenance costs by: (1) consolidating operations where practicable; (2) eliminating excess buildings; (3) employing cost efficiencies; and (4) addressing mission-critical requirements through an appropriate mix of renovations and new construction."
On February 4, 2002, we sent you a request for you to review the language above and provide a quick read of whether you believe your current approved plan meets the above criteria and the section in the plan that one would go to find the necessary material.
The responses indicated that existing documents, such as the Strategic Facilities Plans completed in September 2000, address the Congressional language though this information is embedded and not broken out.  Also, the laboratories stated that updated plans to specifically address the Congressional requirements could be completed in about 3 to 6 months.  We are still considering how to be responsive to the Congressional language.  A possible approach is to include a crosswalk that identifies those parts of the existing plans that cover the Congressional requirements.

The Federal Energy Management Program has submitted the FY 2001 Departmental Energy Management Program Report to Congress.  DOE received direct funding for energy management activities under the Departmental Energy Management Program (DEMP) for the first time in FY 2001 ($1.9M).  Seven SC Laboratories, i.e., Argonne National Laboratory (ANL), Brookhaven National Laboratory (BNL), Fermi National Accelerator Laboratory (Fermi), Oak Ridge National Laboratory (ORNL), Pacific Northwest National Laboratory (PNNL), Stanford Linear Accelerator Center (SLAC), Thomas Jefferson National Accelerator Facility (TJNAF) received funding for various projects.  The areas include: industrial facility efficiency improvements (Fermi, TJNAF), energy-efficient operation and maintenance of buildings (ANL, PNNL), sustainable building design (ORNL, PNNL), Energy Star Buildings (ORNL), water conservation (Fermi), private sector financing and energy audits (Fermi).  DEMP received $1.5M for FY 2002 and proposals are being evaluated, with decisions regarding funding of projects to be issued soon. Condition Assessment/Suitability Initiative

FIMS automatically calculates the Facility Condition Index based on Deferred Maintenance divided by RPV.  Summary Condition is then automatically calculated in FIMS.  For many SC buildings, the Summary Condition overstates the true condition because its does not include renovation needs especially those needed to provide adequate suitability for planned research.  We plan to propose changes to FIMS for FY 2002 to allow a more accurate summary condition assessment. A draft paper prepared by a LBNL/LLNL team is being circulated for comment.
This draft paper was sent to you on February 15, 2002, and requested your comments by March 1, 2002.  This approach will be discussed at the CAS/CAIS meeting planned for late March in Las Vegas. (steven.rossi@science.doe.gov, 301-903-5534)

Excess Facilities

The process for transferring excess facilities to the Office of Environmental Management (EM) appears to have stalled. In its FY 2003 budget request, EM has requested funding for transfer of only one SC excess facility – the Tritium Systems Test Assembly (TSTA) at Los Alamos. EM “anticipates that the transfer of additional excess facilities may continue to the EM program for disposition in future years.” (See page 88-91 re: excess facilities in EM budget at http://www.em.doe.gov/Budget2003/Ndefem/ndefem.pdf ).

Thus, the year of transfer of the 23 contaminated excess facilities at PNNL, and the 19 facilities at ORNL, ANL-E and BNL, that were to be transferred in FY 2003, is to be determined to EM. 

The FY 2002 Energy and Water Development Appropriation includes $10,000,000 “for F&I improvement projects to allow the Department to begin to correct its worst deferred maintenance deficiencies and eliminate excess facilities” at the Department’s science laboratories. 
The legislation stipulated that at least 25 percent of the funds provided will be spent to eliminate excess facilities.

To expedite their cleanup and removal, SC has allocated all of the $10 million to excess facilities that are either non- or slightly contaminated and, therefore, are not likely to be candidates for transfer to EM for prompt decontamination and decommissioning. This money will be used in FY 2002 for cleanup or removal of 28 facilities (~400,000 sq. ft.), which will reduce environmental, safety and health risks, produce annual operating savings of approximately $1.8 million, and allow reuse of ~240,000 sq.ft. of cleaned-up space.

To institutionalize this effort, SC has requested $5M for the Excess Facilities Disposition program in FY 2003, under the SLI program. Based on preliminary estimates, if granted by Congress, this funding will allow SC sites to clean up or remove 11 facilities (~100,000 sq. ft.), resulting in estimated annual savings of  $520, 000, and reuse ~14,000 sq. ft. of space. At this pace, the SC backlog of facilities could be eliminated by 2008.

In the FY 2002 Energy and Water Development Appropriation conference report,
Congress established the following requirements for reporting on the elimination of excess facilities:  

1) For new construction projects requested in FY 2003, the conferees expect the budget to show the square footage of each new project, and request funding for elimination by transfer, sale, or demolition of excess buildings and facilities of equivalent size. This excess reduction to new construction formula does not apply to environmental management closure sites. 

2)  The conferees expect the FY 2003 budget to contain funds to eliminate excess facilities based on the greatest impact on long-term costs and risks. The Department should apply this requirement to each site. 

3)  Only if deemed impracticable due to critical mission requirements, through a case-by-case waiver approved by the Secretary through the Chief Financial Officer, should the requirement be met through the reduction of excess facilities at another site. 

4)  The Department will collect information from all sites on the square footage of excess property sold, transferred, or demolished each year and submit a report 45 days after the President’s budget is presented to Congress.

These requirements cover any construction projects that results in a building or similar structure.  The sites exempted by Congress from reporting are:  Mound, Fernald, Rocky Flats, Ashtabula, and Columbus.

Guidance for complying with these requirements is being developed by the Office of Engineering and Construction Management, ME-90. A draft of the guidance was circulated to SC Field contacts for comment on January 16, 2002. (david.michlewicz@science.doe.gov, 301-903-8432)
